The $200 scholarship is payable upon evidence of enrollment supplied to the high school principal for the 2017 Fall semester.  All applicants must be eligible for graduation in May and must attend a college or university in the Fall immediately following graduation.  Financial need, academic G.P.A., community service and school involvement is considered in awarding the scholarship.  A short essay is required as part of the application.  The scholarship recipient will be announced at the Annual Awards Assemble prior to commencement ceremonies.
